
Gino "Pig Iron" DiNardo
July 4, 1931 - March 13, 2025

Gino DiNardo, 93 of West Aliquippa, affectionately known as ”Pig Iron” and
“Unk” passed away on March 13, 2025. 

He was born on July 4, 1931, to the late Giovanni and Antoiniella
(DiPietriantonio) DiNardo. He was predeceased in death by his parents, two
sisters, Philomena DiNardo and Helen D. Sildra, two brothers, Constantine
“Stundy” DiNardo and Daniel DiNardo, two nephews, Michael DiNardo and
Daniel DiNardo and his beloved dog, Snowball.

 Gino served as a corporal in the U.S. Army during the Korean War and was a
clarinet player in the band.

Who wrote this
wonderful memory about her brother. When Gino was a small boy, he had a
small red wagon. He would walk around and pick up pieces of Pig Iron that fell
from J&L trucks. These pieces he would sell back to J&L for a few pennies.
Consequently, his friends nicknamed him Pig Iron. The name stayed with him



all of his life.
